Fiesta, Tiger Cub Expedition, Cub Scout Turkey and Bunny Shoots, etc.) require 
volunteers to run the ranges.

Upon completion, participants will receive a pocket certifi cate, which is valid for 
2 years. Once trained, rangemasters are asked to volunteer at least 8 hours a 
year to sta�  the BB gun range.
